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  The Bishop James Bayley Award was designed by the Newark Archdiocesan Catholic Committee on Scouting for young adults of the Catholic faith. Any registered Boy Scout or Venture Scout of the Catholic faith actively involved in Boy Scouting, between the ages of 16 and 18 or Venture Scout between the ages of 16 and 21, may be nominated for the award, provided:

· The nominee must demonstrate by word and example that he has lived by the Scout Oath and Law.

· The nominee must have helped other scouts earn their religious awards as a youth counselor for the Parvuli Dei Award or the Ad Altare Dei Award, or, the nominee must have served as a Youth Catholic Representative to the Archdiocesan Catholic Committee on Scouting.

· The nominee must have assisted in the celebration ceremonies of Catholic Scout Sunday in an active role, or, have served as a youth representative to a Council Committee on Religious Awards.

· The nominee must be a recipient of the Ad Altare Dei and the Pope Pius XII Award. However, Venture Scouts who were not previously eligible to receive the Ad Altare Dei Award are eligible as recipients of the Pius XII Award.

· The nominee must have demonstrated his Duty to God by an active role in Sabbath worship services during unit outings.

· The candidate must be a member of the Archdiocese of Newark.
· Nominations may be made by any Scouter, Religious, or lay person.  The nomination must have the endorsement of the nominee’s Scoutmaster or Crew Advisor.

· All nominations must be approved by the Newark Archdiocesan Catholic Committee on Scouting.

· Each County is entitled to one nomination per year.

  The Bishop James Bayley Award is a replacement for the Father Junipero Serra award.  The award is designed to recognize older Scouts who had earned the Pius XII Award, and continued on to support the Religious Awards Program in a variety of ways. The award is also intended to encourage Catholic Scouts to continue their support of the Religious Awards Program beyond the earning of personal awards.
  James Bayley was the first Bishop of the Diocese of Newark.; he was a nephew of Saint Elizabeth Seton.  He is renowned for establishing the Catholic education system within the Diocese.
  The Bishop James Bayley Award was designed and created by the Newark Archdiocesan Catholic Committee on Scouting in 2007. The award was created for recognition of young adult Scouts of the Catholic Faith.
  The award is intended to be bestowed as recognition, rather than to be earned. As used by the Newark Archdiocesan Committee, the presentation is made on Scout Sunday following a nomination and selection process.
