What is the Fleur-de-Lis?

  The Catholic Committee on Scouting of the Archdiocese of Newark approved the institution of the Fleur-de-Lis medal for Catholic Cub Scout leaders in 1959.  Its purpose is to give recognition for Cub Scout leaders in furthering the spiritual goals of Cub Scouting.  It shows the Scout emblem, the Fleur-de-Lis, superimposed on a cross.  In the center of the medal is the figure of Our Lady as the Immaculate Conception.  On the left is a Cub Scout.  On the right is a Cub Scout leader.  Below are the words “Service to God and Country”.  The medal is an Archdiocesan award, which will be presented at the annual Adult Awards dinner.

    The recipient is not entitled to wear the BSA Adult Religious Award square knot on their uniform since the Fleur-de-Lis is an Archdiocesan, rather than a national award.

  In order to evaluate the nominee, a letter detailing the candidate’s involvement with the principles of Catholic Scouting must be attached to this application.
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Requirements

1. Be a registered Scouter for a minimum of 3 years.

2. Serve at least (3) years in one or more of the following Pack positions: Tiger Group Coach, Den Leader Coach, Den Leader, Assistant Den Leader, Webelos Den Leader, Assistant Webelos Den Leader, Cubmaster, Assistant Cubmaster, Committee Chair, or Committee Member.

3. Complete the requirements for or earn at least one of the following Cub Scout awards: Tiger Group Coach Award, Den Leader Coach Award, Den Leader Award, Webelos Den Leader Award, Cubmaster Award, or Cub Scouter Award.  The requirements for these awards are defined in the Cub Scout Leader’s Handbook or the Leadership Training Committee Guide.

4. Participate in a Scouter Development program within the previous (3) years.

5. The person making this nomination must submit a letter detailing the candidate’s activities which demonstrate their commitment to Catholic Scouting and other accomplishments.  The letter must accompany this application.
